Study TESOL in Kyoto, JAPAN.

Unlike many other Japanese cities, Kyoto remained relatively undamaged by allied bombing in the
Second World War, and has a high proportion of historical Japanese structures, which contribute to
its reputation as the best-preserved city in Japan. With 17 World Heritage listed sites, TESOL
trainees have plenty to see, tourist destinations are scattered throughout the city and time will be
available in the second and third weeks of the course to get out and about.

It is not uncommon to hear stories of
loosing a wallet in a train station only to come back
hours later after millions of people have filed
through to find it exactly where you left it.

English teaching in Japan is an excellent option. The students are great, the money is great, the
standard of living is excellent, however the cost of living can be quite high. Teachers in Japan are
well-respected and many students have an overall dream to one day teach themselves!

There are opportunities to teach all levels and ages. Peak hour for classes is in the evenings from
5pm-9pm, usually after normal school hours. The pay for English teachers varies from school-to-
school and depends somewhat on qualifications and experience. Most teachers begin on about $50
an hour, and can earn up to $75 upon proving themselves. You will be paid in Japanese Yen.

As a foreign language teacher in Japan you'll find no shortage of Japanese friends and Australian
and other expats that live and work side by side in this cosmopolitan city. With plenty to see and do,
your days will be filled with new experiences in a technologically advanced society in what can be
described as a Japanese cultural hub.

The Weather

Basically, Japan has four distinct seasons. Spring months are March, April, and May. Summer
months are June, July, and August. Autumn months are September, October, and November.
Winter months are December, January, and February. Summer is hot and humid in general. During
the winter, it snows a lot on the Sea of Japan side, and it is dry on the Pacific Ocean side.

Getting Around

JR Rail passes are gold if you plan to do any long distance
travel or use the shinkansen (bullet train) You must buy
these before you come to Japan and you can get these
either online or when you book your airline ticket. You can
get 1 week, 2 weeks, 3 weeks passes and they can be
activated at any train station when you arrive. The JR rail
passes provide unlimited free travel anywhere in Japan on
the shinkansen and JR lines. These will save you literally
thousands if you plan on doing a bit of travel (or simply to
ride the subway). A return trip to Tokyo from Kyoto for
example will cost you 26,000 JPY, that's more than a 7-
day JR Rail Pass. It also works with JR owned bus lines
and ferries. What's more you also get discounted rates at
some hotels.

Unlike many Asian countries taxis in Japan won'’t rip you off. The min fare is 660 yen and you’ll be happy
to know that the drivers will never try to stitch you. Note — none of them will speak

English so if you're catching a cab, make sure you've got the hotels card or otherwise remember a major
land mark near your destination.

Kyoto is Japan's most visitor-friendly city, with lots of English-language signs and an

easy-to-navigate transportation system. Kyoto's subway and bus networks are efficient and quite
easy to use. One of the best ways to explore Kyoto, however, is by foot.
